Note: In Romans days the condemned criminal was to carry his cross to the place of execution. 
To such a man the charms of the world, though once very alluring, meant nothing. Furthermore 
the world that looked on had nothing but scorn for such a despised person. As far as I am 
concerned, the world died; as far as the world is concerned, I died (Gal. 6: 14) .
