Have You Considered
God’s Special
Mathematics?

2 Peter 1:1-11 T

» The marriage equation: 1+1=1. “Therefore shall a man leave his
father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be
one flesh” (Gen. 2:24; Eph. 5:31). What a wonderful bond!

» The Person of Christ equation: 1=2. The God-man is one blessed
Person with two natures, His divine and His human. The Person of Jesus
Christ is fully God and fully man.

» The Trinity geometry: Like an equilateral triangle, God is three and
yet He is one.

» The body of Christ equation: many=one. “But now are they many
members, yet but one body” (I Cor. 12:20). What a privilege to be a
member of His Body, united to the other members and to our Head in a
wonderful way in order to manifest the life of Christ!

» God’s time perspective: one day=1000 years and 1000 years=one day.
“Beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord
as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day” (2 Pet. 3.8).

» God plus one is a majority: “For there is no restraint to the LORD to
save by many or by few” (I Sam. 14:6).

» The salvation calculation: “Abraham believed God, and it was
counted unto him for righteousness....But to him that worketh not, but
believeth on Him that justifeth the ungodly, his faith is counted for
righteousness” (Rom. 4:3,5).

» Addition for Christian growth: “And beside this, giving all diligence,
add to your faith virtue, and to virtue knowledge; and to knowledge
temperance, and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; and
to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity [love]”
(2 Pet. 1:5-7).

» Our God delights in multiplication: “Mercy unto you, and peace, and
love, be multiplied” (Jude 2). “Grace and peace be multiplied unto you
through the knowledge of God” (2 Pet. 1:2; I Pet. 1:2).
