2 Thessalonians 2:1-13

Rejection of the Truth by the Unsaved:

“For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteous-
ness….who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and
served the creature more than the Creator….and do not obey the truth”
(Rom. 1:18,25; 2:8). “They received not the love of the truth that they
might be saved….that they all might be damned who believed not the
truth” (2 Thess. 2:10,12). “Ye are of your father the devil…[who]
abode not in the truth because there was no truth in him….and
because I tell you the truth, ye believe Me not….If I say the truth,
why do ye not believe Me?” (John 8:44-46). “Never able to come to
the knowledge of the truth….these also resist the truth” (2 Tim.
3:7-8). “[These] turn from the truth” (Tit. 1:14). Pilate said, “What
is truth?” (John 18:38)

Reception of the Truth by the Saved:

“[God] will have all men to be saved and to come unto the knowledge
of the truth” (1 Tim. 2:4). “And ye shall know the truth and the truth
shall make you free” (John 8:32). “Everyone that is of the truth
heareth My voice” (John 18:37).  “[saved people] believe and know
the truth” (1 Tim. 4:3). “God hath from the beginning chosen you to
salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth”
(2 Thess. 2:13). “[We] have renounced the hidden things of dishonesty,
not walking in craftiness, nor handling the word of God deceitfully; but
by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every man’s
conscience in the sight of God” (2 Cor. 4:2). “Sanctify them through
Thy truth, Thy Word is truth” (John 17:17). “I have no greater joy
than to hear that my children walk in truth” (3 John 4).
